If the
letter is in the secret word, Player 1 writes it in
the proper space. If the letter is not in the word,
Player 1 writes the used letter above the
gallows, and draws a head on the hangman.

Each time a correct letter is guessed, it
gets added in its proper space to spell out the
secret word. Each time a wrong letter is
guessed, a new body part is added to the
hangman.

TO WIN: If Player 2 guesses the secret word
before the hangman is completely drawn, he or
she wins. If all the body parts are drawn on the
hangman before Player 2 has guessed the
secret word, Player 1 wins. At any time, Player 2
can try to guess the whole word, but auto-
matically loses the game if the guess is wrong.
