Abraham Lincoln was born in a log cabinthe state of Kentucky on February 12, 1809. He and his sister worked on their family farm. When his family moved to Indiana, Abe helped build the family’s new home. Abe didn’t get to go to school very often, but he loved to read, and he would walk miles to borrow books. When he grew up, Abe had many different jobs. He was a shopkeeper and a mailman. Finally, Abe decided to study law, became a lawyer, and moved to Springfi eld, Illinois. There, he married Mary Todd. Abe and Mary had four children. In 1860, Abraham Lincoln was elected to be our 16th president. While he was president, the Civil War began. Our country was divided. The northern states were fi ghting against the southern states. During the war, Abraham Lincoln wrote the Emancipation Proclamation, which freed slaves.
